‘CallÕÑ responding to the SpiritÕs leadings as we do our loving in the worldÑ is the way to live faithfully 
w ith vitality and fruitfulness. The hope is that weÕll let go of activities where we are Ôgoing through the 
motionsÕ or trapped from Ôduty and oughtnessÕ and choose what makes us come alive.  Every other year 
in the summer we have a Call Retreat to give time, space, and guidance for those who are discerning.  In 
June three preparatory classes were held and then ten of us went to Cedarbrake Retreat Center in Belton 
June 24-27.  We had a day of silence and then worked in small groups, listening carefully to each person.  
The process is a form of group spiritual direction.  Each one then had a blessing ritual created and 
celebrated as part of the concluding Eucharist.  What a powerful time this was!  A few comments from 
participants convey their experience: 
    - The Call Retreat gave time to explore the various leadings I' ve had.  The quiet times were vital in 
providing space to look inward, to be still, whether in the chapel, on a bench under a tree, in the gently-led Qigong 
exercises early in the morning.   
    - Deep gratitude for being offered support and a process that allowed Spirit to lead me out of a place of ' lostness'  
into a place of ' foundness' . 
    - Already partially down the path of making my call a reality, the retreat was a great opportunity to find 
affirmation and support.  I had the time and space to really listen for the promptings of the Divine in a community 
whose wisdom I both needed and trust.  
     I continue to be amazed at how much I am personally reenergized each time I help lead this retreat.  It 
is such a privilege to w itness the Holy Spirit bringing w isdom for each unique life and I love the element 
of surprise.  Memories of the beautiful rituals stay w ith me for years.  Two had had the same call for 
many years and were listening for next steps.  There were also some calls to personal healing, to 
bodywork and to restoration; the healing of the world may be as close as our own bodies and emotions, 
our need to balance various commitments.  Several were encouraged to experiment w ith options to 
serve out in the community or blessed in taking action when one way emerged.

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EYC M ISSION TRIP TO NEW ORLEANS (JULY 11 TO JULY 16, 2010) IN  REVIEW as told by each St. 
GeorgeÕs missioner participant. 
 
Last week we went to New Orleans to help out on a mission trip.  A fter a long 10-hour drive, we were 
ready to work the next day.  We split up into groups of 2, the high schoolers and middle schoolers, and 
went to work.  I was part of the high school group so thatÕs what I w ill talk about. Our group went over 
to a house near the church and helped work on grouting and cabinetwork. Then after working we went 
to the cathedral to get some food, and work at their summer camp for a little bit before going back to the 
house.  Later that day we went out to walk over to the levee, and on the way over we got to go into the 
Tekrema center, an art and dance studio, and look around.  The next day we went to a different much 
more needy house to help do some demo work.  The house that we worked on needed the ceiling taken 
out, the tops of the walls removed, and the carpets taken out, so we had our hands full.  A fter working 
very hard we rushed over to the church to catch the tail end of lunch, and then help out at the summer 
camp again.  The next day was much the same, except that we saw the ice cream man (yum) and then 
missed lunch by about half an hour.  This was not that bad though, because we ended going to a great 
place called Frostop.  Later that day we went to church at St. Anna's, and got to eat some great shrimp 
creole. Then after church we went down to the community center down the street.  This community 
center was not like any thing we expected; it had a large library, acting/ music stage, computer room, 
and a great large gym/ movie room.  The director of the place was Mack, a very passionate man w ith a 
vision.  Thursday was different, because Mrs. Thompson (the person whose house we where working 
on) got sick and we could not work there, so we went over to an old lot that was so overgrown that the 
grass was five feet tall.  A fter half a day of work we got to take the trolley into the city.  We went to the 
French Quarter and Jackson Square and looked around, before going to an amazing place called The 
Gumbo Shop.  A fter dinner we went over to Cafe Du Mound to have some incredible beignets.  Friday 
we came back to Austin by way of an 11 hour drive (we had traffic in Houston) and got in at 9p.m.  
Overall the trip was wonderful and I would love to do it again.  I think that the highlights were, the 
food, the huge amount of work that was done on the house, beignets, and seeing how much the people 
of New Orleans appreciated us being there.

On the first day of my mission trip to New Orleans, I woke up and dragged myself downstairs to get 
ready. I felt pretty lifeless when I got into our car to get to the 7:30a.m. Service at A ll Saints, but I was 
also pretty excited and anxious for the trip.  A t the service all of us were blessed and at the end we all 
squeezed into a humongous 15-wheeler Matt rented that Derek named "Derek gets shotgun".  The drive 
took over 10 hours.  Once we got to New Orleans we divided into two separate groups composed of the 
middle school and high school kids.  The first day me and the rest of the middle schoolers had a pretty 
good time volunteering at a camp running in Christ Church.  I stumbled through the dance class and 
then learned how to sing, "We are Marching in the Light of God" in A frican.  We helped out in Karate by 
whacking the kids (whom the teacher lovingly called "slimy worms") w ith a plastic boot if they didn't 
craw l low enough through part of an obstacle course.  The lunch was delicious.  When we got home 
Luke found one of the ukuleles we had brought and he is constantly playing it.  When we went to bed 
there were about ten sleeping bags in a small room w ith just a fan and no A / C.  On Tuesday my group 
went to a house that needed to be painted and some of the weeds were four feet high.   We took out 
almost all the weeds w ith a very strong gas powered weed eater; there was only a half-dozen or so left 
when Matt had to restring it.  A fter someone else cleaned up the rest of the weeds in the front, I did a 
little bit of the painting.  Another group from Memphis was there so I didn't do much painting.  Then I 
helped pick up trash in the back lawn.  I found more than a dozen cans littered around the fence.  Both 
lawns were mowed and the painting was finished so we headed back to the church for lunch.  
A fterwards we headed back to the comfort of the shower.  There was only one and we played a lot of 
speed-scrabble while waiting for our turn.  We stayed up late watching Ghostbusters and then dozed off.  
On my third day we returned to the first house to finish painting another coat, but the paint was already 
good so we did some edging and left early to work on another house.  The next one was a jungle too, but 
it didn't have any weeds, just a lot of tall grass for the mower.  We went back to the church for lunch and 
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picked up some Snowballs- a wonderful version of snow cones, New Orleans style.  Later we visited the 
N inth Ward community center, a building w ith a huge gym used for almost everything: a basketball 
court, movie theater and a regular theater for plays.  The center has a library, computer lab and several 
showers.  Mack, the head person at the center, gave us a moving speech about how he found his purpose 
in the birth of the center in the aftermath of Katrina.  On our last day in New Orleans we pulled, 
chopped w ith a machete and killed the 4-5 ft high grasses w ith a weed eater. We didn't quite finish, but 
did a great job for the size of the place.  We ate lunch and went shopping at Jackson Square, where we all 
relaxed.  We had a fantastic dinner at the Gumbo shop, where I ate a mouthwatering blackened catfish 
po-boy.  Mmmm!  We then went across the street to a cafe where we ordered beignets.  Beignets are 
made almost entirely out of butter and are covered w ith a heaping pile of powered sugar.  Anything 
w ith all of that has to be good.  A fter the long drive back, I remembered all the good times and good 
food we had, but most of all seeing our impact on New Orleans.  I can't wait until next year.

I thought that the M ission Trip last week was awesome!  I expected it to be hot and icky, which it was at 
times, but I didn't expect there to be so many other volunteers from other farther away cities.  Since 
Hurricane Katrina happened almost 5 years ago, it seems to be like yesterday's news. We don't hear 
about Katrina and New Orleans that much anymore because other disasters have been brought to the 
surface, for example the oil spill in the Gulf.  I thought that because New Orleans was "old" news that 
our group would be the only youth group there working to help fix up houses.  I was wrong.  When we 
arrived, not only were there other volunteer groups from out of town, but we also got to work w ith kids 
who were part of a summer program.  I personally didn't get to work w ith the kids, but I did see our Jr. 
H igh group working w ith them.  There were new friendships and new experiences.  That group got to 
go w ith the kids to their classes (choir, dance, violin, art, etc.) and do what they were doing.  Then at 
lunch, the Sr. H igh group, which I was a part of, met up w ith the Jr. H igh group and we had lunch w ith 
them and the other kids in the program.  Well, technically the Sr. H igh group always arrived later than 
when lunch started so we ate while the others played outside and did their own thing.  
 
So the Jr. H igh group consisted of Gabe, Campbell, Hannah, Taylor, Graham, Henry, Jack, Robert, Matt, 
and my mom.  The Sr. H igh group consisted of Adam, Luke, Derek, Harlin, Andy, Travis, Joey, M ike, and 
me.  In my group, on the first day, we went to someone's house which was being renovated, and helped 
by grouting some already laid down tiles, putting in cabinets, sweeping, taking measurements, and 
picking up debris in the backyard.  Every so often, we would all take a break and chill outside by the 
van. It was hot, so we couldn't stay in one place for long.  There were some laughs, people (Harlin--
cough--) getting stuck under the seat of the van, and some creative basketball.  That was only on day 
one.  For the next two days, we worked at a different site where we got to use crowbars to tear out 80 
year old wood ceilings, take up all of the carpeting through out the house, scrape up the gross orange 
foamy stuff that was left over from the two front-room carpets that got wet during the hurricane, and 
pull up nail borders around the room. I thought it was interesting but tedious. Since we had to wear 
facemasks and goggles, it got very hot and sweaty pretty quickly.  For those of us who went up into the 
attic and were balancing on large beams, it was a sauna.  Just stepping outside into the summer's day felt 
l ike w inter.  One day, we were lucky and an ice cream truck came by; yum-yum!  Luckily, there was a 
church across the street that we were allowed to use, which had water, AC, bathrooms, and sinks.

Anytime you find yourself l iving in a two bedroom, one bathroom, 900 sq ft duplex w ith 18 other people, 
you know you are in for an adventure-fil led week.  A long w ith our EYC friends from A ll Saints 
Episcopal Church, we St. George Five arrived at our rented home in New Orleans' Lower N inth Ward on 
July 11 for five days of service work.  We alternated between doing physical labor in peoples' homes and 
assisting w ith the "Arts at St. Anna's" summer program for inner-city children, ages 5 - 15.  The summer 
school's curriculum included hour long classes in dance, choir, karate and learning to play musical 
instruments in the morning session, followed by lunch, playground time and academic tutoring in the 
afternoon.  A fter only an hour's lesson, Gabriel could do the rumba w ith the best of them.  Other 
volunteers included high school groups from Memphis, Tennessee and Cincinnati, Ohio.  There was a 
lengthy list of parishioners from St. Anna's church that needed home repairs from the hurricane and I 
think we made a dent in that list.  Our group dismantled an attic, did grouting on a new tile floor, 
painted walls, mowed lawns and cut down shrubbery and weeds in an over grown vacant lot.  Ellen is 
very proud of her new found skills w ith a crowbar.  We worked from 9 - 3:30 most days, then rested, 
took our Ò7-minutes-eachÓ showers and played games until dinner.  Luke often serenaded us on the 
guitar and ukulele.  Adam's skill w ith card/ magic tricks earned him a lot of respect from the younger 
kids.  We had a Compline service before bedtime.  In the evenings, we walked to the levee to see where 
the water flooded over follow ing Hurricane Katrina.  Another evening we went to a nearby community 
center where they offer health services, recreation, assistance w ith job placement and even housing for 
the homeless, all on-site.  It was very sobering for all of us to see the number of houses that stil l needed 
repair or demolition, five years post-Katrina.  Many boarded-up homes had TFW spray painted on the 
front of them.  We found out this stood for "toxic flood water" which meant they found bodies in these 
homes.  These were all slated for demolition.  On Wed evening we attended church services at St. Anna's 
Episcopal church.  It was a very interesting service, w ith most of the praying done as singing and 
chanting and lots of handbell ringing.  The congregation treated us to a shrimp etouffe dinner and 
concert by two local jazz musicians.  Thurs evening we visited the French Quarter (minus Bourbon St) to 
eat at a Cajun restaurant, do a little souvenir shopping at Jackson Square, eat beignets at Cafe du Monde 
and take a walk along the waterfront.  While walking we saw Anderson Cooper from CNN giving a live 
broadcast along the waterfront.  He's shorter than he looks on TV.  Before we departed for Austin on 
Friday morning, our landlady invited us to her home across the street for a huge homemade breakfast of 
eggs, sausages, pancakes and croissants.  We left w ith happy hearts and full stomachs.  Numerous 
people we met in New Orleans thanked us for our service.  The most touching moment of the whole trip 
was a good-bye speech from the director of the community center.  He told our kids that "you are OUR 
heroes" for their selfless work and w ill ingness to do hard physical labor on their summer vacations, for 
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strangers.  He thanked us for not forgetting the people of the Lower N inth Ward.  Our leader Matt 
Puckett did an amazing job of coordinating seemingly hundreds of details while stil l making sure 
everyone in the group was OK.  He maintained a blog w ith photos. http://asec-eyc.blogspot.com/.  It 
was an honor to be associated w ith these fine children of ours, even if some of them did challenge the 7-
minute shower rule.  We are already looking forward to next year's trip.
